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Arthur Henry Kudner, Jr., of Grasonville, MD died of heart failure as a result of
diabetes on Thursday, May 23, 2002 at Washington Hospital Center,
Washington, DC.

sister, Karyl McKay of Michigan and three grandsons. In 1994, another
daughter, Ariana M. Kudner predeceased him.
