Austin “Mac” McLanahan Taliaferro, 86, passed away on Saturday, September 15, 2018,
at Bayleigh Chase Assisted Living in Easton, MD. 

 

He was born on January 26, 1932 in Baltimore, MD, the son of the late Francis Catesby
Taliaferro and Jean Romaine McLanahan Taliaferro. Mac attended The Hill School, where
he excelled in football and later served honorably in the U.S. Navy during the Korean War.

He lived in Owings Mills, MD, for 36 years working as director of marketing and sales for
the Hedwin Corporation. After his retirement, he moved permanently to his treasured farm
in Easton where he enjoyed hunting, collecting decoys, and doing various waterfowl
activities. He frequently did volunteer work for the Waterfowl Festival and Chesapeake
Bay Maritime Museum and was very active in coaching Pop Warner football. He donated
volumes of Baltimore Colts memorabilia to the Sports Legends Museum at Camden
Yards.
