Barbara Mulready of Easton, MD passed away at Candle Light Cove on
October 7, 2024 after a long battle with Alzheimer’s disease. 

She was born in Richmond, VA on September 3, 1942, the daughter of Daniel
and Jeanne Schiller. 

Barbara graduated from Thomas Jefferson High School, followed by
attendance at Emerson College (Boston, MA). 

Barbara retired in 2007 from a career in hospitality with Hyatt Hotels in
Washington D.C. and Cambridge, MD. 

She married Ray Mulready in 2009 in Easton, MD where they began travelling
overseas, vacationing around the US, and supporting their community through
volunteering with several organizations. 

She was a volunteer along with her poodle Ziggy with Pets on Wheels of
Delmarva. Together they visited classes at Easton’s local public schools as
part of the district reading program. 

Barbara also volunteered with the Talbot Humane Society, a Socially
Conscious Animal Sheltering Organization, where she helped develop and



secure donations. 

She cofounded Pet Pantries, a nonprofit 510(c)(3) organization. Pet Pantries
collects and delivers pet food and funds for people unable to afford safe levels
of food for their pets. 

Barbara was a vibrant, sparkling, generous woman who loved to engage with
people. On many occasions she would prepare and deliver dinner for friends
just having a bad day. 

She loved playing cards at the senior center and with her friends at Easton
Club East. 

She is survived by her husband of 15 years, Ray; her sister Margaret (Richard
Kelley); two nephews, Daniel (Emily Plumb) and Timothy (Julie Wertz); her
adored niece Frances; and her extended family: cousins, Howard Rubin
(Nan), David Rubin (Gail) and Judy Spitz (Stephen), and their much beloved
children and grandchildren. 

She is preceded in death by her parents Daniel and Jeanne Schiller, and her
first husband Robert Gregory.
