After graduating from Long Island University C.W. Post with a B.S. in
Radiologic Technology (Medical Imaging), he had a successful career in
hospital administration that culminated in his position as Director of Radiology
with Luminis Health at Anne Arundel Medical Center in Annapolis, Maryland.
