
Carroll Woodrow Myers
June 22, 1947 - July 31, 2014

Carroll Woodrow Myers of Chestertown, MD, died on Thursday, July 31, 2014,
at Chester River Hospital Center. He was 67. 

 

He was born in Chestertown on June 22, 1947, the son of the late Paul
Woodrow Wilson and Ethel Elizabeth Carroll Myers. Mr. Myers was a 1965
graduate of Chestertown High and was married to Kay Ivens for a few years.
He remarried on June 20, 1970, to Edie Adams. 

 

Carroll worked as a police officer with the Chestertown Police Department; as
a waterman in Rock Hall with Capt. Cope Hubbard, Bob Joiner, and Irvin
Crouch; as a welder with Mr. Horace Shahan; and as a dump truck driver for
the bulk of his career. 

He was a member of Crumpton Volunteer Fire Company where he served as
Assistant Chief, Sudlersville Volunteer Fire Company, and Chestertown
Volunteer Fire Company as a life member and past Chief Engineer. Carroll
enjoyed fishing, hunting, listening to music, finding yard sales and thrift shops,
gardening, and working on lawn mowers. He also enjoyed playing music and
performing with his band. He celebrated 27 years of sobriety and was a proud
member of AA where he helped others fight addiction. 

His wife, the late Edie Myers, predeceased him on March 21, 2014. 



He is survived by three daughters, Tracy Ann Wyant of Rising Sun, MD, Chris
Myers of Grasonville, MD, and Stephanie Holycross of Hershey, PA; two sons,
Lonnie Paul Myers, Sr., of Chestertown, MD, and Darryl Myers of Lakeland,
FL; twelve grandchildren, and six great-grandchildren. He is also survived by
his siblings, Reese Myers of Easton, MD, Phil Myers of Elizabethtown, PA,
Beverly Foreman of Elkton, MD, Paula Mayne of Chestertown, MD, and one
sister who predeceased, him Brenda Myers.
