Charles (Buck) Edward Ferrin, Sr. of Stevensville, MD, passed away on
August 8, 2017, at his home. He was 79 years old. 

 

Born on October 20, 1937, in Baltimore, MD, he was the son of the late
Edward W. and Frances E. McDairmant Ferrin. Buck grew up in the Baltimore
area and attended Southern High School. He served in the Air Force as a
corporal from 1954 – 1958, during the Korean War. 

 

Buck retired from Equitable Trust Bank in Baltimore and was later employed
as Estate Manager for State Senator E.J. Pipkin for approximately 25 years.
He was always considered a part of their family. He was a Life Member of the
Kent Island American Legion Post 278 where he served as Post Commander,
He was the Northeastern Shore District Commander and Post Finance Officer
for several years. He had also served as the SAL Commander for Post 278.
He served as Chef De Gare for 40 & 8 on the Eastern Shore. He became
Finance Officer for the United Communities Volunteer Fire Department and
held that position for 25 years. Buck was inducted into the Kent/Queen Anne’s
County Firemen’s Association Hall of Fame. 

 Buck is survived by his wife Mary Ann Ferrin; children Charles Edward Ferrin,
