He
graduated from Kent County High School and worked at Ozman’s Body Shop.

 In 1975, he joined the United States Air Force and continued his education in
the fields of communication and munitions systems.

20 years of service and then worked for defense contractors. In 2011, he
finally retired, much to the delight of his beloved beagle, Bandit.
