 Read, as he was known, graduated from St. Paul High School Class of 1954,
a BS degree in business and ROTC from the University of Maryland/Smith
Business in 1958. In that same year, he was commissioned into the Air Force,
where he served five years active duty. He then joined the 175 Tactical Fighter
Group from 1962 to 1979. During this time, he worked for IBM and then chose
another path of 32 years with Westinghouse/Northrup Grumman.
