Dannarae Hope “Dani” Dixon of Marydel, MD, gracefully departed this world
on Thursday, January 26, 2017. She was 34. How a heart so pure could be so
weak will remain a mystery. 

 

Dani Dixon was born Sept. 6, 1982, in Chestertown, the daughter of Jesse
and Vicky Dixon of Crumpton. She graduated from Queen Anne’s County
High School in 2000. Dani was a valued employee of Outpost 544 in
Crumpton from 1998-2000. She attended the University of Illinois for almost
four years where she studied computer engineering and was head of the
student-run computer maintenance department. 

Her greatest joy was spending time with family and friends. She loved to
travel, near or far, dining out, going to camp, watching movies, drawing, doing
jigsaw puzzles, and playing games on her iPad. For years, she gleefully
attended Caroline Center on Wednesdays and Thursdays.
