Delphine Stewart Barroll Kelly died on October 27, 2013, in Chestertown, MD.
She was 90 years old.

Born in Toronto, Canada, she was the daughter of the late, Ruby and
Reginald Stewart. Mr. Stewart, who was a concert pianist was Director of the
Peabody Conservatory of Music and conductor of the Baltimore Symphony
Orchestra, was instrumental in its reorganization in 1942 from a branch of the
municipal government to a private institution.

She was a
piano teacher and lecturer in the Music Department of Washington College in
the 1960’s; then, a social worker and family and teen counselor at the Talbot
County Health Department for 12 years.

Mrs. Kelly was a member and Lector of Emmanuel Episcopal Church of
Chestertown, MD, the St. Andrew’s Society of the Eastern Shore, and the
Women’s League of Washington College. She served as a Red Cross
volunteer at Kent & Queen Anne’s Hospital.

She enjoyed tennis, playing classical works on the piano, and was devoted to



her Christian faith, her family, her many friends, as well as her beloved cat,
Princess.

She was married to John Marshall Barroll, who died in 1983. She married
Donaldson Naylor Kelly on February 23, 1985. Mr. Kelly died in 2000.

She is survived by three sons, John Lathim Wethered Barroll of Chattanooga,
TN, Reginald Stewart Barroll and his wife, Judith Taylor Barroll of Worton, MD,
and Marshall McLean Barroll of Chester, MD; and a sister, Ursula Stewart
Koerber of Baltimore, MD. Also surviving are four grandchildren, Kathleen
Jessica Barroll and Anna Miriam Delphine Barroll of Chattanooga, TN, Virginia
Spencer Barroll of Baltimore, MD, and Charlotte Stewart Barroll of Annapolis,
MD.
