He graduated from Geneva College, Beaver Falls, PA ,with a BS in
Elementary Education in 1959 and received a MS in Supervision and
Administration from Duquesne University Pittsburg, PA in 1963 He attended
West Virginia University in Morgantown for doctoral studies in 1966. In 1969,
he accepted a position as principal of Sudlersville Elementary School where



he remained until he retired in 1983. He was dedicated to all children and their
right to an excellent education.

and Maryland Retired School Personnel Assn., Queen Anne’s County SPS,
and a life member of the Maryland PTA. He is a member and Past Master of
Centreville Lodge #180, AF&AM, a member of the Scottish Rite, a past
member of the Boumi Temple Legion of Honor Drill Team and also a charter
member and Past Patron of the Chestertown Chapter #89 OES. He was a 35
year member of the Centreville, MD, American Legion Post 18. He also was a
member of the Geneva College Lettermens Assn., and a member of Wesley
Chapel, Rock Hall.
