Dorothy A. Lucht Hickman of Chestertown, MD, passed away on Monday,
February 5, 2018, at her home. She was 90. 

Born on January 17, 1928, in Lutherville, MD, she was the daughter of the late
Rudolph and Ruth Starr Lucht. She graduated from Chestertown High School,
Class of 1945 as Valedictorian. She worked at the Pentagon for a year and, in
July of 1947, she married Walter “Hicky” Hickman, who predeceased her in
2001. 

They lived in Chestertown for seven years, and in 1964, they moved to
Chester View in Kingstown. Mrs. Hickman worked with Kent Motors as
bookkeeper for eight years, then began their auto parts store, Eastern Shore
Auto Supply, where she and her husband operated the business until the late
90’s when they had to close due to his health. 

Mrs. Hickman volunteered with Chester River Home Care and was active in
the Gideon’s International, where she served as Past State President and was
on the State Cabinet. She was also a member of the Church of the Nazarene
in Chestertown. Mrs. Hickman always enjoyed giving back by volunteering.
She took pride in her yard and loved spending time with her family. 

Mrs. Hickman is survived by her son, Dale Hickman (Elva) of Chestertown;



two grandchildren, Ashton Hickman, and Kaylyn Lambert (Josh); and three
sisters, Della Willis, Florence Sutton, and Mary Myers. She was predeceased
by two sisters, Edna Ross and Esther Cohey, and a brother, Rudolph Lucht.
