December 8, 1930 - March 14, 2016

Edward Stevens Gillespie of Chestertown, MD, died on March 14, 2016, at his
home. He was 85. 

 

Born on December 8, 1930, in Sudlersville, MD, he was the son of the late
Victor Power and Juliet Stevens Gillespie. Mr. Gillespie graduated from
Charlotte Hall Military Academy and attended University of Maryland, College
Park and was a member of Phi Delta Theta fraternity. He served with the
Maryland National Guard for over 20 years and was company commander of
Chestertown, Denton, and Easton. 

In 1952, he married Jane McCauley, and they were married for 14 years. He
later married Jean Brown in 1969, who predeceased him in March of 2014. 

Mr. Gillespie joined his father and grandfather in their family concrete
company, Gillespie & Son, Inc., in Sudlersville, MD, after World War II. The
business prospered over the years under his ownership and the company
moved to Chestertown. Today, sons, Jim and Todd, and grandson, Andrew,
are continuing the 94 year old family tradition. 

Over the years, Mr. Gillespie served on the Board of Directors of Sudlersville
Bank of MD and Chestertown Bank of MD. He also served as a member of
the Board of Trustees of Kent School and Kent & Queen Anne’s Hospital. He



was a life-long member of the Chestertown Lions Club. 
 

Mr. Gillespie and his wife, Jean, had a passion for traveling, seeing many
parts of the world and especially enjoyed their winters in Barbados and
Florida. 

 

He is survived by his children, Deborah Gillespie Gazzerro and her husband
John of Warwick, MD, Steven Victor Gillespie and his wife Patricia of
Charlotte, NC; James Edward Gillespie and his wife Erin of Chestertown, MD;
Todd Stevens Gillespie and his wife Julie of Chestertown, MD, and Mary
Elizabeth Evans and her husband Leonard of Chestertown, MD; a sister,
Margaret Gillespie Albertsen of Chestertown, MD; along with fifteen
grandchildren; and nine great-grandchildren. A son, Richard Baxter Phillips,
Jr., predeceased him.
