Elizabeth earned her paralegal certificate from George Mason
University in 2014, and joined The District of Columbia Bar association as a
Program Specialist in the Continuing Legal Education program, working
closely with attorneys and scholars from around the nation.

An old soul who was mature and wise beyond her years, she enjoyed cooking
for family and friends, laying on her pool float, reading books with her sister,
and spending time on the beach. She also really loved goats. Elizabeth spent



her summer weekends on the boat and relaxing at her grandparents’ home in
St. Michaels. She enjoyed country music and going to wineries, farmers’
markets, and baseball games, always with friends and family.

Elizabeth was preceded in death by her grandfathers, Norman Shannahan Il
and Rodney Lewis. She is survived by her parents, Marion Adella Shannahan
Lewis, David Brian Lewis; her stepmother, Shazz Lewis; her beloved sister,
