Eugene Marion Thomas III died Monday, May 3, 2010 at Anne Arundel
Medical Center. He was 76. 

 

Born in Baltimore, MD, he was the son of the late, Eugene M. Thomas, Jr. and
Catherine McNellis Thomas. He grew up in Baltimore and attended the
Baltimore Poly Technic Institute before serving in the U.S. Army during the
Korean War. He returned to Baltimore and attended the University of
Maryland, earning his B.S. in 1960. Gene was the Director of the
Governmental Efficiency and Economy Commission in Baltimore then served
as a Fiscal Analyst for the Maryland General Assembly for over 20 years until
retirement. Residing on Kent Island since 1976, he was very active in his
beloved Queen Anne’s County and was a member and Chair of the Hospice
of Queen Anne’s, Board. He was appointed and served 5 years as Vice Chair
of the Queen Anne’s County Planning Commission, member of the Kent
Island Heritage Society, volunteer with the Maryland Historical Society, and
member of American Legion Post 278 and the Bay Country Moose in
Queenstown. 

 

He is survived by his loving wife of 28 years, Dawn M. Thomas of Chester,
