Garett Holbrook Daubach, known fondly as Brooks, passed away
unexpectedly on Monday, January 27, 2020.

Brooks’ life began on April 25, 1981, in Baltimore, MD. He attended St.
Michaels Elementary, Middle, and High School. After graduating from high
school, Brooks began his career at a home improvement store, quickly
working his way up the corporate ladder to his current job as a regional sales
director for Dahua. Even though he was a bit of a diamond in the rough,
Brooks’ ability to read situations, high morals, and his impressive work ethic
allowed him to have great success professionally.

Brooks was a mentor to many and encouraged everyone he knew to be the
best version of themselves. Throughout all the changes in his life, one thing
was always a constant — family.
