He enjoyed hunting and fishing and will be remembered for carving
ducks and geese. 

He is survived by his daughter, Brenda B. Sproates of Kennedyville, MD; son,
Thomas George Blackiston of Church Hill, MD; and 4 grandchildren and 4
great-grandchildren.
