George “Alden” Ebling of Stevensville, MD, went home to be with the LORD
on Sunday, March 17, 2019. He was 88. 

 

Alden was born on November 21, 1930, in Ridgely, MD, the son of the late
Amos S. Ebling and Dorothy Elizabeth Allender. He grew up in Ridgely and
worked with his father farming until March of 1948 when he enlisted in the
United States Air Force. He served as a radar technician and would spend 24
years there, retiring in 1974 as a Tech Sgt. Alden then continued his career
with the Department of Defense as a training instructor for Avionics; radar,
radios, and auto pilot for the Presidential Aircraft at Andrews Air Force Base. 

He married the love of his life, Jean Fisher Sparks, on April 17, 1954. She
would predecease him on November 28, 2010. Alden loved playing cards,
board games, cryptograms, crosswords, English comedies and texting his
children every day. His favorite times of year were spring and summer, when
he could go out and enjoy his yard. He was a lifetime member of VFW –
Grasonville, MD, and New Life Christian Outreach Church in Chester, MD.
