Grace W. “Bunny” Myers of Oxford, MD died at her home on Sunday, June 2,
2002. She was 81.

Born in Philadelphia, PA, February 22, 1921, she was the daughter of the late
Jonathan Seltzer and Grace Geiger Wilford. After graduating from the Ogontz
School in Rydal, PA in 1938, she attended Medical Technicians School at the
University of PA. After graduation, she worked at Memorial Hospital at Easton
and for Dr. Thurston Harrison as a lab technician.

She was a member of the Talbot County Garden Club, and a volunteer at the
Oxford Library and the Memorial Hospital Auxiliary.
