H. Wayne Smith, Sr., of Grasonville, MD, died Friday, February 8, 2013, at his
home surrounded by his loving family. He was 73.

He attended Stevensville High School until coming
home to help his father on the water. Mr. Smith later worked for Trumpy’s Boat
Yard in Annapolis until returning home to begin a career as a waterman. On
August 16, 1962, he married Mary E. “Libby” Cole of Centreville and resided
in Chester. When the waterman business slowed down, he became a self-
employed painter until 2001. In April of 2004, he and his wife moved to
Grasonville, MD. 

Mr. Smith attended Wye Bible Church of Grasonville. He was a member of the
Grasonville Senior Center and sang Gospel songs at area nursing homes. 

 

In addition to his wife, Mary E. “Libby” Cole Smith, he is survived by two sons,
Henry Wayne Smith, Jr. and wife Michelle, and Kevin Lee Smith; one brother,
Harold Smith; one sister, Linda Sparks, and two grandchildren, Kayla M.
