Above all else, Helen loved and served her family. She was extremely
dedicated to coaching her daughters toward excellence in every endeavor,
especially 4-H Club work. Helen always made sure there were three meals a
day on the table, no matter what, and she and Hans took great satisfaction
when everything served on the kitchen table was grown right there on Kitty’s
Corner Farm.

Helen became a member of Fairview Church of the Brethren shortly after
marriage and was a faithful member of that body of Christ for the rest of her
life. She loved Jesus and was a woman of prayer, kneeling by her bed every
night. When kneeling became physically difficult, she was often heard
whispering her petitions softly and inaudibly. She never missed an opportunity
to help where she was needed, always with humility and usually behind the
scenes.

Helen could often be found faithfully tending her vegetable garden and
hanging laundry on the clothesline. Known for her signature Swedish Tea Ring
pastry, Helen delivered countless of these to people in the community in need
of comfort or care.

Helen’s life will be celebrated with a viewing on Wednesday, November 7,
2012, at Fellows, Helfenbein & Newnam Funeral Home, in Easton from 6-8
p.m. A funeral service will be held at Fairview Church of the Brethren on
Thursday, November 8, 2012, at 11 a.m. with Pastor Paul Dodd officiating.
