
Isabel Porter
October 8, 1920 - February 22, 2014

Isabel Baxter Moody Porter, R.N.(93) a native of Kent Island, a registered
nurse, and loving mother, grandmother, and great-grandmother died of natural
causes on Saturday, February 22, 2014, at the Delaware Hospice Center in
Milford, DE. 

 

She was a graduate of Stevensville High School and the Macqueen Gibbs
Willis School of Nursing at Memorial Hospital in Easton, Class of 1941. During
her early years of nursing, she resided in the Mount Vernon neighborhood of
Baltimore and was listed on the central directory for the city’s hospitals. She
returned to her native Eastern Shore in the late forties, and resumed her
nursing duties at her alma mater, as well as Chestertown Hospital. 

 

Born and raised on Kent Island, she was the youngest of seven children born
to Jacob (Capt. 

 Pete) and Orinthia Baxter. She spent many hours of her childhood playing in
and around the 

 fierce tides of Kent Narrows within eyesight of her father’s establishment,
Capt. Pete’s boarding 

 house and her oldest brother Carroll’s beer garden. She and her sister, Nina,
earned change 

 driving weekend fishermen and tourists, coming in on the Love Point ferry, to
the Narrows’ hotel. 



Isabel was a respected and beloved member of her community. After years of
hospital work 

 and private duty, she began a rewarding career as a public health nurse at the
Queen Anne’s 

 County Health Department. While at the health department, she particularly
enjoyed her “visits” with migrant families who seasonally frequented the rural
towns on the shore. Her friends and colleagues admired her work ethic and
bedside manner in the performance of her job. She is remembered for her
selfless devotion to family, her sense of fashion (including her Halloween
costumes), and her travel lust. 

 

Her husband, Harry Benton Porter, Sr., whom she married in 1948, died in
2009. Her first 

 husband, John Thomas Moody, Jr., was killed in WWII in 1945. Her brothers,
Carroll, Joseph, 

 and Jack, and her sisters, Inez and Nina, are deceased. She is survived by
her daughters, 

 Jacqueline Moody Ziskind of Owings Mills, MD. and Jill Porter of Rehoboth
Beach; 

 grandson, Bryan Parks Saddler; and great-granddaughter, Tess, both of
Fairfax, VA.
