John Walter Scoon, Jr., of Chestertown, MD, died on December 18, 2020, at
his home. He was 98. 

 

He was born in Rock Hall, MD, the son of the late John Walter Sr. and Macy
Joiner Scoon. He graduated from Rock Hall High School Class of 1941 and
served in the U.S. Coast Guard during World War II. He and his family started
the Rock Hall Ice Company in Rock Hall where he worked for 10 years. In
1959, he started his career as Superintendent of the Rock Hall Water Board. 

 

Mr. Scoon retired in 1985. 

He was married to Elizabeth Whitlock and later Ida Kelley Ivens. In 1984, he
married Jane Foster Needles of Chestertown, and she predeceased him on
December 9, 2013. 

Mr. Scoon was a 75-year member and Past Master (1952) of Chester Lodge
#115 AF&AM, where he served as treasurer for 14 years. He was also a
member of Christ United Methodist Church in Chestertown. 

He is survived by two sons,John Walter Scoon III of New Castle, DE, and
