Jean Elaine Holsten Beatty of Easton, MD, died Tuesday, December 30, 2014, at
University of Maryland Shore Medical Center at Easton, following a long illness. She was
82. 

Born November 19, 1932, in Baltimore, MD, she was the daughter of the late William J.
and Ruth Cathcart Holsten. She and her husband moved to Easton in 1953, where they
made their home and raised their family. During the 1960’s, Jean was associated with
Hess Apparel in Easton, modeling clothing during business lunches at the Tidewater Inn.
In 1970, she helped her husband open his Certified Public Accounting firm. After helping
him launch his business, she worked at Chesapeake College in the business office for
several years. 

Following retirement, Mrs. Beatty devoted much of her time to community service,
volunteering for many years with Christ Church Altar Guild, The Union Dorcas Society,
Memorial Hospital, Festival of Trees and the Talbot Hospice.
