Jeannette Ruth Horney of Centreville, MD, died at Genesis Eldercare-The
Pines, Easton, MD, on Tuesday, December 27, 2011. She was 70. 

Born September 23, 1941, in Baltimore, MD, she was the daughter of the late
Garrett Walter and Angeline Weigert Ruth. She was raised in Grasonville and
graduated from Stevensville High School in 1960. In May 1961, she married
James Ellis Rhodes, and he pre-deceased her in April 1969. She had two
sons and two months after her husband died, she lost her infant son, John
Ellis Rhodes in July 1969. 

On February 14, 1970, she married David Horney of Grasonville, MD. During
her career, she worked as a bank teller at Bank of Glen Burnie and then for
Queen Anne’s County as a school bus driver and waitress at Fisherman's Inn.

She was past member of Grasonville Volunteer Fire Company Ladies
Auxiliary; member of Immanuel United Methodist Church, where she was
Superintendent of the Sunday School.
