Jerry Kersey Hunter, of Queenstown, Maryland, peacefully passed away on
January 31, 2026. He was 82 years old. 

 

Born on August 19, 1943, at his home in Grasonville, Maryland, Jerry was the
son of the late James Edison Hunter, Sr. and Lelia Mae Sewell.
