John Rich Holland, Jr. of Easton, formerly of Baltimore, died at The Memorial
Hospital at Easton, MD on Tuesday, September 3, 2002. He was 81.

Born in Baltimore, May 2, 1921, he was the son of the late John R., Sr. and
Esther Read Holland. He grew up in Roland Park and attended Friends
School, After graduating from Friends School in 1939, he attended Johns
Hopkins University until serving in the U. S. Army during World War 11.
Following his release from active duty, he graduated from Johns Hopkins
University in 1948 with a degree in Economics. He worked briefly for
Baltimore Gas and Electric before beginning his banking career in 1952 with
Baltimore Federal. He remained with the bank until retiring in 1983. He had
also been associated with Colonial Title during some of his career. Following
his retirement, he worked as a bookkeeper for the Maryland SPCA from 1983
until 1998.

A resident of Easton since 1998, he had worked with children in a tutorial
program at the Easton Elementary School - Moton for three years. A member
of the Trinity Episcopal Cathedral in Easton, he was also a member of the
Johns Hopkins Club and the Maryland Historical Society.

Mr. Holland is survived by his wife, the former Nellie H. Gorman whom he
married in Baltimore on December 30, 1950; two daughters, Elizabeth Read
