After his children left for college, Lon formally retired from government service
and moved out to the Eastern Shore of Maryland to begin a second career as
a nurseryman. At the age of 65, he started a tree nursery with the help of his
wife, Rose. While in Easton, he became a member of the Easton Church of
the Brethren.

He loved hunting, fishing, camping, traveling, the outdoors, and making things
grow. He will always be remembered as inspired, irascible, stubborn, loving,
and caring.
