His birth on July 31, 1964, with Down Syndrome spurred the formation of
Chesterwye Center to improve the lives of many special needs individuals.
Chip graduated from Queen Anne’s County High School. He was well known
in the community by those who volunteer at the Kent Island Volunteer Fire
Department, those who met him at Nash’s Plant Farm where he worked, and
from selling flower baskets at the annual carnival or having breakfast with the
men at Hardee’s and Burger King. 

 

Chip will always be remembered as a sweet, kind guy who never met anyone
he didn’t like. He loved dancing, country music and his family. 

Chip was preceded in death by his father with whom he was very close. He is
survived by his mother Barbara Ann Nash; three sisters, Robin Nash, Tyra
Wingard (Matthew) and Stacey Ferreri (Paul); Nephews, Shane Lynch (Ikuyo),
Paul Ferreri Jr., and Jason Ferreri; two nieces, Candice Beaubien (Brian) and
Heather Ferreri and four great nieces and nephews, Ella Parkinson,
Alexandra Beaubien, Declan Beaubien and Skyler Lynch.
