
Margaret E. Aydelotte
May 9, 1922 - December 25, 2013

Margaret E. Aydelotte of Hyde Park in Easton, MD, died on Wednesday,
December 25, 2013, at Genesis HealthCare, The Pines. She was 91. 

 

She was born in Chestertown on May 9, 1922, daughter of the late Samuel
Walter LeCompte, Sr., and M. Elberta Blyman LeCompte. As a child, she lived
in Philadelphia until the age of nine, when she moved to Easton with her
family, where she graduated from Easton High School in 1939. She then
worked for several local businesses before her marriage in 1942 to Clarence
Elmer Aydelotte. 

From 1959 -69, she worked at the St. Michaels High School cafeteria, and for
five of those years served as manager of the cafeteria. She then worked for a
local contractor for a year before moving to Laurel, MD, where her husband
died in 1971. She remained in Laurel and worked for 12 years for the State of
Maryland as a fiscal clerk for the Dept. of Social Services. She retired in 1987
and moved to Florida and then back to Easton in December of 1991. 

 

Mrs. Aydelotte is survived by two sons, D. Randall Aydelotte and his wife
Cheryl of Perry Hall, MD, and Mark D. Aydelotte and his wife Jeanie of
Easton; a brother, S. Walter LeCompte, Jr., and his wife Virginia of Hurlock;
and two grandchildren, Bryna Aydelotte of Columbus, OH, and Katy Finch and
her husband Tim of Los Angeles, CA.
