Marian Irene Kennedy was born on August 18, 1933, in her beloved
Sagefield, the fifth of eight children born to the late William and Julia (Jeffers)

continued her education at Kennard High School in Centreville.

From an early age, Marian’s life was marked by service, devotion, and hard
work.

She served joyfully as an Usher and was well known for donating her
delicious fried chicken, macaroni & cheese, and deviled eggs. She also
graciously assisted Mrs. Elizabeth Foreman at Mt. Olive’s Special Days,
ushering alongside Mrs. Lillian Brown.

Marian deeply cherished her family reunions and gatherings, tending to her
yard, hosting holiday dinners, and celebrating the milestones of her children
and grandchildren. She was especially grateful for the blessing of helping
raise her youngest grandson, Joshua, and caring for her grandbaby Zach
three days a week for two years, including countless pick-ups and drop-offs at
Kmart on Kent Island.

With unwavering strength granted by God, she faithfully cared for her beloved
husband Howard and her daughter Tracy throughout their illnesses until their
passing.
