Marty’s most beloved role in life was that of “mom” and “mom mom.” Marty
spent many years not only working as a hair stylist but also watching her
grandkids Kylie and Patrick every day after school and in the summer. She
was the queen of a grilled cheese and Monday afternoon trips to the Dover
Movie Theater. Marty also devoted her early years to her only son, Steve, who
adored and loved his mom passionately.

Marty was preceded in death by her mother, father and uncle, Richard Marter,
who affectionally called her “Bob”.

She is survived by her son, Steve Freeman, his wife Melissa, grandchildren
