My career is tied tightly to
all the opportunities, freedoms, and support he provided. 

  
Every year in December as the holidays neared, he hosted a staff
office party and lunch that was legendary. He would bring in about 8
large bottles of ginger ale that were spiked. So people from all over
the agency who knew us would stop by over a long afternoon. 

  
Early in my time working for him, we developed an important system
for proessing some of the 1990 Census data. This was both
research and production. Our reputations were on the line. I can't
tell you how many Saturday mornings I would get a call at home
asking (telling!) me to come in and help him solve some new
problem. "This will on'y take a coule of hours", he'd say. By late
Sunday afternoon, we might have the issue resolved. But all that
time, it was fun, because he made it that way.
