Upon
graduation from Bloomsburg, she started teaching for Caroline County Public
Schools, September of 1986, where she specialized as a Special Education
teacher for over 20 years. For the past several years, she had been teaching
fourth-grade at Preston Elementary School. 

 

She enjoyed spending time with friends, many of whom were friends from her
childhood. She was a masterful storyteller and would keep her friends
laughing continuously. Her passion was teaching, which she put extraordinary
hours into. Michaela was always one of the first to arrive at school and last to
leave.

She was also involved with First
Wesleyan Church in Easton, where she helped teach the special needs
adults.
