She retired to Naples, Florida and Maine for a bit, but her heart was for the
Eastern Shore of Maryland to which she returned in 2007. Myrna had a
passion for life and enjoyed painting, stained glass, especially shopping,
spending time with her grandchildren, and traveling to remote locations such
as Australia, Italy, Fiji, and Ireland.



She is survived by her son, Reyner “Steve” Meikle, Sr., of Worton, MD; a
sister, Peggy Margaret Bozlinski of Poughkeepsie, NY; three grandchildren,
Stephanie Robinson, Reyner Meikle, Jr., James Meikle, along with ten great-
grandchildren; and stepson Joseph “Jay” McCusker.
