
Capt. Naudain Francis

Julian Naudain Francis, of Rock Hall, Maryland, passed away on Thursday, September
21, 2017 at his son’s home in Florida. 
He was born July 9, 1921 near Rock Hall the son of the late Walter Francis and Florence
May Sutton. He served in the U. S. Army and on December 20, 1941 he married Oneida
Elizabeth Hubbard. They lived in Rock Hall. Mr. Naudain worked briefly with Glen L. Martin
in Baltimore and with the Defense Plant in Chestertown. 

 The majority of Mr. Naudain's career was spent doing what he loved, working on the water
running the "Oneida I, II and III. He had his fishing license for over 55 years. As Mr.
Naudain put it "I remember when fish would play in the harbor, oysters were everywhere
and you could catch a crab". He also owned and operated Bud's Restaurant in
Chestertown from 1969-1976. 

 He enjoyed fishing and hunting. Mr. Naudain was a member of the American Legion Post
228 in Rock Hall, the Maryland Waterman's Association, and served as the Grand
Marshall of the Rock Hall parade in 2011. He mostly enjoyed his friends. 
On September 5, 2011 his wife predeceased him; He is survived by his son: Doug Francis
of Rock Hall, MD, his daughter-in-law Susan, three grandchildren and twelve great
grandchildren, nieces and nephews.
