During the 1970’s, he would go on to participate in the largest land
boom in American history and develop many of the residential homes in Cape
Cod, MA.

Eventually he took entrepreneurial spirit to the Eastern Shore of MD.
Purchasing Pioneer Point Farm in 1980, it became his headquarters as he



continued to purchase residential and agricultural land in Queen Anne,
Caroline, and Talbot counties.

Retirement never crossed Peter's mind. He always maintained an active
lifestyle, from harvesting crops to his evening jogs with his beloved Brittany
Spaniel “Lemmy.” Peter was always on the move. Once of his favorite
pastimes was to tell tales of his youth as he sat at the kitchen table, sipping
from a glass of Harvey’s Bristol Cream Sherry. He would recall his stint as a
fisherman motoring out of Hyannis Port at sunrise.

Peter truly lived a wonderful and fulfilling life. His memory will forever hold a
special place in the lives he touched. He will be sorely missed.
