Read was born September 4, 1954, in Camp Kilmer, NJ, the son of the late
Read Earl Messick, Sr., and Eleanor McCabe. Read was a 1973 graduate of
Lakeforest High School in Delaware. He went to work for Burris Food in
Harrington, DE, for several years before going into business for himself as a
carpenter. In the mid 90’s, he went to work for Fellows, Helfenbein and
Newnam Funeral Home overseeing maintenance and repairs. Read
eventually went back into business for himself operating Messick’s Carpentry
until his illness forced him to retire. Read was a member of the Millington
Lion’s Club and loved spending time with the members at all their functions.
Read was a hard worker and took pride in every project he tackled. His
hobbies included rebuilding classic cars, fishing, woodworking, going to car
shows, and car cruises and he loved spending time with his grandchildren.
