Richard Taylor Bailey of Chestertown, MD died on Tuesday January 27, 2009
at Easton Memorial Hospital. He was 81. 

 

Born in Washington, DC on September 9, 1927 he was the son of the late
Howard O. and Olive (Taylor) Bailey. Mr. Bailey was graduated from the
United States Naval Academy on June 3, 1949 and served during the Korean
Conflict. At that time he was the youngest ensign to serve. He married Jimmie
Lou Fendley on July 14, 1950. He continued his career in the United States
Navy and retired on as a commander. He and his wife separated and Mr.
Bailey went back to school earning his masters in Business Administration. He
later married Nancy Elaine Johnson of Tucson, AZ. He then went on to work
as a real estate agent in Virginia Beach until moving to Chestertown to care
for his father. He was a member of St. Paul’s Kent Parish, the Chestertown
Arts League, and a Naval Academy Alumni. Mr. Bailey enjoyed photography
and loved animals.
