Charles Robert Horney of Fort Pierce, FL, and Chester, MD, died on
Thursday, June 21, 2012, at Treasure Coast Hospice House in Ft.

Born in Grasonville on September 28, 1924, he was the son of the late
Charles E. Horney and Ruth Viola Gibson. As a young adult, he worked as a
waterman and for Greenspring Dairy in Queenstown, MD. He later managed
Dominion Shellfish Company, packing oysters and clams and eventually
purchased property in Dominion and started his own seafood packing house
“Eastern Bay Seafood.” He operated this business until his retirement. He
married Lois Jones Horney on October 5, 1945. She died on December 19,

He was a Charter Member of the Kent Island Elks and Queenstown Moose,
and a past member of the Kent Island Lion’s Club and Kent Island Yacht Club.

He is survived by his wife, Gail Patricia Neal, who he married on December
