Roland Blann III

April 6, 1947 - February 6, 2021

Staff Sergeant Roland Blann lll, 73, passed away peacefully surrounded by
family at Johns Hopkins in Baltimore on February 6, 2021. Roland was a
decorated veteran who joined the Marine Corps in 1965. He served two tours
in the Vietham War. After serving 10 years in the Marine Corps he went on to
serve 16 years more in the reserves.

Roland was born on April 6, 1947 in Easton, Maryland to his parents, the late
Roland Blann Jr. and Vera Blann (née Hutson). As a child, Roland was raised
to believe in giving back to one’s country through military service. In 1965, he
enlisted in the Marines, stationed first at Parris Island and then Camp
Lejeune, North Carolina. Roland would go on to serve in the Vietnam War with
his uncle, Anthony “Andy” Blann.

After his second tour of Vietham he headed home on leave, in his travels he
met

Marsha Millette. They began to exchange letters, forming a strong friendship
and marrying in July 1972. After living the nomadic military life for a few years,
Roland and Marsha chose to settle down in his hometown of Easton, where
they raised their family.

In his civilian life, Roland started working at Elliott Wilson Trucks as a diesel
mechanic. He later became a correctional officer for the state of Maryland



serving in many facilities throughout the state. He retired in 2005 at the rank of
Lieutenant. When he wasn’t working, Roland spent his time volunteering in
the community. Throughout the years, he was known as a firefighter, little
league softball umpire, and veterans’ rights activist. He was a lifetime member
of VFW Post 5118, serving as the Post Commander 1985-86 and VFW District
4 Commander 1986- 87. He was also a member of American Legion Post 70,
serving as Post Commander 2001-02. He also was a member of the Vietnam
Veterans of America Chapter 648 and a member of the Marine Corp League
Choptank Unit.

Roland was an honorable soldier and citizen, a loving husband and brother, a
supportive father and grandfather, and a good friend to all who knew him.
Roland is survived by his wife, Marsha; his siblings, George, Frances
(Charlie), and Michael (Tina); his children Roland IV, Lenore (Brad)

and James; his grandchildren Hannah, Sophia, Katie, Jonas, and Lucas; and
his great grandson Kyrie. He was predeceased by his parents, Roland Jr. and
Vera; and his granddaughter, Amanda Travis.

There will be a memorial service held at 10 a.m. on Tuesday, February 16 at
Fellows, Helfenbein & Newnam Funeral Home in Easton.
