He had a love for quantum physics and
astronomy. He was a member of the Sons of the American Revolution, Sacred
Heart Catholic Church, and Our Mother of Sorrows Catholic Church.

He was preceded in death by his brothers, Michael Brian Holland and Patrick
Holland.
