Sara Blair Winter of Chestertown, MD died on May 19, 2009 at Heron Point.

Mrs. Winter was born in Hartford, CT on July 25, 1919, daughter of the late,
Eugene and Sara Blair Cole Ballard. She graduated from Oxford School and
in 1939 from Bryn Mawr College. She married Gibson Winter in 1942. They
lived in Belmont, MA and Foxboro, MA before moving to Brighton, MI to start
the experimental ecumenical community Parishfield. In 1956 they moved to
Chicago where Mrs. Winter worked in the bird department of the Field
Museum. When subsequently the Winters moved to Pennington, NJ and then
Princeton, NJ, Mrs. Winter worked as a research associate in the ecology
department of Princeton University.
