Sarah Elizabeth “Betsy” Oliver of Stevensville, MD, passed away on March
19, 2020, at the Queen Anne’s Emergency Center in Queenstown, MD. She
was 82. 

 

Born on January 25, 1938, in Condele, GA, she was the daughter of the late
Emmett and Elizabeth Brown Duke. 

Betsy and Bill raised their family in the Four Seasons neighborhood in
Gambrills. Betsy spent the majority of her work-life as a realtor in the area and
had recently retired and relocated to the Eastern Shore on Kent Island. Betsy
was routinely recognized as one of the most prolific real estate agents in Anne
Arundel County, although she was more widely regarded for her kindness and
high spirit.
