County Chapter of the sorority. A Life Member of the National Education
Association of the United States, she received a Certificate of Appreciation
form the MD Dept. of Education in 1984 for 32 years of service and a
Certificate of Merit from the Talbot County Education Association. 

 

An enthusiastic business person, she enjoyed real estate speculation. Her
other interests included tennis and going to the beach. 

 

Ms Smith is survived by a close personal friend, Doris M. Thompson, and
several cousins.
