December 20, 1943 - September 6, 2012

Thakorbhai Hirabhai Desai, 68, passed away in the early hours of Thursday,
September 6, 2012, at the University of Maryland Medical Center in Baltimore.

He was born on December 20, 1943, in Chanvai, India, where he spent his
childhood on the family farm. Thakorbhai married Manjuben on September 17,
1966, and they moved to London, England, soon thereafter, where they had
four children. They migrated to the United States on December 16, 1979, and
settled in Springfield, IL. Thakorbhai was a successful hotel entrepreneur who
then moved to Saluda, NC, on July 12, 1982. He and his family later relocated
to Easton, MD, in the fall of 1996, where he owned and operated several
businesses, including the Econo Lodge in Easton. 

 

Organ donation gave Thakorbhai the gift of life in April, 2008. The passing of a
generous soul blessed the Desai family with an additional four-and-a-half
wonderful years with Thakorbhai. He was a loving husband, father,
grandfather, uncle, brother, and friend.
