
Theodor Sattelmaier Jr.

Theodor Sattelmaier, Jr. of Centreville, MD passed away on April 18, 2019 at
University of Maryland Medical Systems Shock Trauma. He was 85. Born on
February 19, 1934 in Stevensville, he was the son of the late Dr. Theodor and
Elizabeth Benton Sattelmaier. 

Regardless of the nickname you knew him by… “Doc”, Teddy, or Ted… you
were most often greeted with “Whaddya say there?” 

Theodor spent most of his life in Stevensville and Chester, and attended local
schools including Stevensville High School. He enlisted in the Army and
served several years in the early 1950’s. Upon returning home he eventually
began a career as a heavy equipment operator, until “retiring” in the 1990’s.
Retirement didn’t mean an end to working, he still continued to bull doze,
excavate, and plow snow anywhere he was given the opportunity. If you
asked, he would tell you the only equipment worth using was made by
Caterpillar or John Deere, and usually Ford, inspired by his serious love of
Mustangs. Always happiest when riding on something and traveling
somewhere, if he was sitting still it was usually for a NASCAR race. Theodor
also enjoyed hunting in his earlier years, and making sure his friends enjoyed
hunting in his later years. He had a great love for Chesapeake Bay Retrievers,
with Otis being his last in a long history of raising countless litters. His former
puppies and their offspring literally reside all over the country. 



Theodor was a member of the Grasonville VFW Post #7464, and the
American Legion.

Theodor is survived by a daughter, Elizabeth Smythe Sattelmaier, his sister,
Freya Sattelmaier Butler, and two nephews, Jeff and Mark Butler.
