It is with great sadness that the family of Timothy Franklin Covey, 70, of
Seaford, DE announce his passing on Monday, March 10, 2025. His wife of 40
years and their daughter were by his side. 
Tim was born to parents, James and Patricia Covey, on November 28, 1954,
in Easton, MD, and was an Queen Anne County High School graduate. He
married Margy, the love of his life, in 1984, and the following year became a
father for the first time. 4 years later, he was afforded that honor again. 

 As the first three-time World Goose Calling Champion, Tim was an avid hunter
and a local waterfowl hunting legend running a hunting guide business and
making goose and duck calling tapes early in his career. Later, he started
Covey’s painting business and helped to make many homes in the DMV
shine. He also dedicated many passionate hours coaching youth lacrosse and
soccer- earning him the title of Coach Covey. Tim was known for his love of
baseball - particularly the New York Yankees; his artistic abilities, as well as
his adoration for dogs. He had many loving canine companions over the span
of his life, but most recently Aspen and Finnegan were charged with his care. 

 Tim is survived by his wife, Margaret Patterson Covey; daughter Krystal
Covey (fiancé’ Shawn Smith); mother, Patricia Covey; sister Kimberly Covey
Goslin (Tim); nephew Benjamin Goslin; sister-in-law, Carol Cook; and nieces,
Gwendolyn Persina (Stefan) and Leah Vanhoose (Jason). Tim was tragically
preceded in death by his son, Derek Covey, and later his father, James Covey.
