William Wendell Aitcheson of Stevensville, MD died on July 23, 2008. He was
92 years old. 

 

Bill was born on January 15, 1916 in Berwyn, MD to the late William and
Marian Aitcheson. He attended Hargrave Military Academy in Virginia and
went on to complete his education at the University of Maryland, where he
played football and lacrosse. 

 

Bill then worked in the mortgage department for Suburban Trust Co. He joined
the Navy at the onset of WWII and became a pilot, earning a Distinguished
Flying Cross. He flew cover for the fleet and search and rescue in the
Caribbean and Pacific. At the conclusion of his military service, Bill was
honorably discharged from the Navy and returned to Suburban Trust. Bill then
served as Vice-President at the Frank M. Ewing Lumber Company, which was
later acquired by Triangle Pacific. He retired as Executive Vice-President in
1978. 

 

In 1993, Bill and Ann built a new home and moved to Kent Island. Bill enjoyed
traveling with Ann, quail hunting, and playing golf. He especially loved
spending time with family and friends. Bill was a devout Catholic.
