William Douglas “Duke” Hill of Rock Hall, MD, died on Sunday, January 24 at
University of Maryland Shore Regional Medical Center at Chestertown. He
was 86.

He was born in Rock Hall, MD, on January 18, 1935, the son of the late
William Francis and Geraldine W. Stevens Hill. He worked at the age of 16 for
Lon Hubbard as a deckhand on the F/V “General Mac” and “Lon Swan” and
continued to work with Lon and Cope Hubbard until 1958. Doug served with
the Maryland National Guard for nine years. He worked with Hill’'s Marine
Railway as a Hunting Guide with East Neck Island Gun Club, and as a self-
employed oysterman.

Doug or “Duke” as he was known, guided hunting parties for a group of
psychiatrists with their club “The Nutcracker’s Gun Club.” His career with Hill's
Marine Railway in Skinners Neck, Rock Hall, spanned over 50-years. Duke
loved his work.

He was a member of Wesley Chapel United Methodist Church. Doug enjoyed
woodworking, repairing furniture, gardening, hunting, fishing, and traveling

with Lynne.

He is survived by his wife of 61 and a half years, Patricia Lynne Olsen Hill; a



sister, Katherine Hedrick of Camden, DE; along with nieces and nephews.
